The Commencement of Prospect
High School will be held Wednesday
evening at 8:00 p.m. in the George
Gattas Memorial Stadium. In case of
inclement weather, the rain date will
be Thursday, May 20th and families
will be notified by Wednesday
morning.

Location

Graduation rehearsal is mandatory for all who choose to
participate in the ceremony.  Rehearsal is Wednesday,
May 19, 8:00a.m. to 10:00 a.m. Please meet in the field
house.
Students who have met all school obligations (library
fines, return of books, financial obligations, etc.) will be
given their four commencement tickets at the rehearsal. 
After rehearsals, seniors are free to leave campus and do
not need to return until 6:30 p.m.

Graduate Seating Chart
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Graduates should report to the Walker Field
House appropriately attired with cap and
gown at 6:30 p.m. Graduates will enter
through doors 23 and 24. 
Stadium gate opens at 7:00 p.m for guests.
Graduates should leave all valuables at home.  
The ceremony will begin at 8:00 p.m. and last
approximately 1½ hours. 
Following the ceremony, graduates will
proceed to the field house foyer to pick up
their actual diplomas. 

Graduate Arrival and Ceremony Time

District 214 is anticipating graduation to occur
within the "Bridge" phase of the Restore Illinois
plan. The "Bridge" phase will allow for 60%
capacity of an outdoor venue. Subsequently,
2021 graduates will be allowed four tickets for
the ceremony (barring any changes to public
health guidance or a move back to Phase 4). 

Distribution of Tickets



For the safety of the students participating in the commencement
ceremony as they walk on the turf, up and down steps, and across the stage,
graduates are expected to follow the below guidelines for acceptable dress.  
Students not adhering to this dress code will not be permitted to participate
in the ceremony.
Girls: Dress, skirt and top, or dress slacks and top are all appropriate. 
 Because of the artificial turf, absolutely no spiked heels are allowed. We
strongly recommend flats or shoes with stacked heels (no tennis shoes,
sports shoes or “flip-flops”).  Jeans or shorts are unacceptable.
Boys: Collared shirt (optional tie), dress slacks, and dress shoes (no tennis
shoes, sports shoes, sandals, or “flip-flops”). Jeans or shorts are
unacceptable.

Dress Code
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Graduates are encouraged to wear all honor stoles, cords and tassels for
the ceremony.

Professional Photography: Lifetouch Photography will photograph
graduates immediately after they receive their diploma covers.
Proofs will be mailed home 2-3 weeks after the graduation
ceremony.
