If	
students	do	not	provide	proof	of	having	received	a	meningitis	vaccine	by	the	first	day	of	school	
as	 they	 enter	 12th	 grade,	 they	 will	 be	 excluded	 from	 starting	 school	 until	 we	 receive	 this	
documentation.	 Students	who	 have	 a	medical	 or	 other	 reason	 for	 not	 receiving	 the	 vaccine	
must	provide	documentation	to	the	health	office	indicating	the	exception.		
	
Ronald	McDonald	Medical	Van:	

Students	 who	 are	 on	 Medicaid	 insurance	 or	 have	 no	 insurance	
coverage	are	eligible	to	participate	in	our	Ronald	McDonald	Medical	
Van	 Service.	 They	 provide	 sports	 physicals,	 school	 physicals	 and	
immunizations.	Please	contact	the	Health	Office	at	school	to	advise	
if	 you	 would	 like	 to	 participate	 or	 if	 you	 would	 like	 to	 receive	
further	information.	We	highly	encourage	students	going	into	12th	
grade	next	school	year	who	meet	the	requirements	for	participation	
in	 this	 service	 to	 contact	 the	 School	 Nurse.	 There	will	 be	 at	 least

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Flu/Cold	Information:	
Influenza	 (the	 flu)	 is	 a	 serious	 illness.	 Symptoms	 can	 include	 sore	 throat,	
headache,	 fever,	 cough,	 nasal	 congestion/sneezing,	 fatigue,	 muscle/body	 aches	
and	weakness.	 Children	may	 also	 feel	 nauseated,	 vomit	 or	 have	 diarrhea.	 Cold	
symptoms	 are	 very	 similar	 to	 flu	 symptoms,	 however	 the	primary	 difference	
between	a	cold	and	the	flu	is	that	the	flu	comes	on	very	suddenly	whereas	
with	a	cold	your	symptoms	often	come	on	gradually.	If	you	suspect	that	either	
you	 or	 a	 loved	 one	has	 the	 flu,	 it	 is	 important	 to	 seek	 a	medical	 evaluation	 for	
proper	diagnosis	and	treatment.		
	

Transmission:	The	flu	and	cold	are	both	caused	by	viruses,	and	both	are	typically	
spread	via	droplet	 transmission.	This	means	 that	when	people	 that	are	 infected	
with	 the	 flu	 or	 cold	 virus	 and	 they	 are	 coughing	 and	 sneezing,	 they	 release	
droplets	 into	 the	air	 that	 can	be	 inhaled	by	other	people	who	can	 then	become	
infected.	When	 someone	 coughs	or	 sneezes,	 the	droplets	 that	 they	expel	 into	 the	 air	 can	 travel	up	 to	20	 feet	 at	
speeds	of	25-50	miles	per	hour.		These	droplets	can	also	stay	suspended	in	the	air	for	hours.			
	

You	 can	 also	 get	 the	 flu	 from	 contaminated	 surfaces	 (for	 example	 -	 doorknobs,	 faucets,	 telephones).	When	 you	
touch	 a	 contaminated	 surface	 and	 then	 touch	 your	 face,	 this	 allows	 the	 virus	 to	 enter	 your	 nose	 or	mouth	 and	
transmit	itself.		Keep	in	mind	that	viruses	can	live	on	surfaces	for	up	to	24	hours.		
	

Treatment	 for	 the	 flu	 includes	 increasing	 water	 intake,	 potential	 antiviral	 medication	 (if	 diagnosed	 within	 48	
hours	 of	 onset)	 and	 plenty	 of	 rest.	 Antibiotics	 are	 ineffective	 against	 the	 flu	 and	 are	 sometimes	 prescribed	 to	
prevent	a	secondary	infection	related	to	a	cold	virus.	Before	using	over	the	counter	cold	or	flu	treatments,	please	
consult	with	your	medical	provider.		

	
It	is	very	important	that	you	check	with	your	child’s	medical	provider	before	administering	aspirin	or	

aspirin-containing	cold/flu	products	if	your	child	is	under	18	years	of	age.	
	

Other	Information:	 	According	to	the	CDC,	people	who	have	the	flu	are	typically	contagious	from	1	day	prior	to	
becoming	symptomatic	and	up	to	7	days	after	becoming	symptomatic.	Therefore,	it	is	very	important	that	you	stay	
home	from	work	or	school	for	approximately	7	days	after	symptoms	begin	to	ensure	you	are	no	longer	contagious	
to	others.	Sometimes	when	you	begin	feeling	better	you	feel	well	enough	to	return	to	normal	activities	(including	
work	or	school),	however	please	keep	in	mind	that	the	goal	is	prevent	others	from	getting	sick	as	well	which	is	why	
the	CDC	recommends	staying	home	for	at	least	7	days	from	onset	of	symptoms.		
	

As	flu	season	approaches,	it	is	important	that	you	talk	to	your	medical	provider	if	you	are	unsure	if	you	can	
receive	the	flu	vaccine.	The	vaccine	is	generally	recommended	for	those	age	6	months	and	up.		According	to	the	
CDC,	people	at	the	highest	risk	for	flu-related	complications	are	those	with	underlying	health	conditions	those	over	
65	 years	 of	 age	 and	 children	 under	 5	 years	 of	 age	 (especially	 children	 under	 the	 age	 of	 2).	 Women	 who	 are	
pregnant	should	consult	their	medical	provider	before	obtaining	the	flu	vaccine.		
	

Hand	washing	is	an	easy,	and	very	important,	measure	that	people	are	encouraged	to	implement	to	assist	
in	preventing	 transmission	of	 the	 flu	or	cold	virus	 to	 themselves	or	others.	Vigorous	hand	washing	with	
warm	water	and	soap	for	at	least	15	seconds	is	best	practice.

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Students	with	Asthma	and/or	Severe	Allergies:	
Illinois	State	Law	requires	 that	all	students	diagnosed	with	Asthma	
have	 an	 Asthma	 Action	 Plan	 on	 file	 with	 their	 school.	 An	 Asthma	
Action	Plan	 is	 a	plan	developed	by	you	and	your	 student’s	medical	
provider	that	provides	the	school	nurse	with	an	individualized	plan	
of	care	for	your	student	 if	 they	experience	asthma	symptoms	(such	
as	 coughing,	 wheezing,	 shortness	 of	 breath,	 chest	 tightness	 or	
difficulty	breathing).		
	
You,	your	student,	and	the	medical	provider	can	discuss	if	you	would	
like	your	child	 to	carry	 their	own	emergency	asthma	medication	at	
school	 if	 you	would	 like	 it	 kept	 in	 the	 health	 office	 at	 school.	 	 The	
Self-Carry	Form	for	inhalers	should	be	completed	if	your	student	will	
be	 carrying	 their	 own	 inhaler.	 The	Medication	 Authorization	 Form	
should	be	completed	if	your	student	will	be	keeping	their	inhaler	in	
the	 health	 office.	 The	 links	 to	 all	 the	 appropriate	 forms	 are	 listed	
below.	We	ask	that	you	print	out	the	forms	you	need,	sign/date	them	
and	have	 your	 student’s	medical	 provider	 complete	 the	 rest	 of	 the	
forms.	The	completed	forms	should	be	returned	to	the	School	Nurse	
at	your	student’s	school.		
	
Additionally	 -	 It	 is	very	 important	 that	 the	school	nurse	be	made	aware	 if	your	child	has	a	severe	allergy	to	any	
food,	insects,	latex,	or	other	allergens.	A	Severe	Allergy	Action	Plan	should	be	completed	by	you	and	your	student’s	
medical	provider	and	be	turned	in	to	the	Health	Office	at	your	student’s	school	as	soon	as	possible.	The	link	for	the	
Severe	Allergy	Action	Plan	is	listed	below.

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MASKS ARE REQUIRED FOR ALL  
STUDENTS, STAFF AND VISITORS 

On August 4, 2021, Governor Pritzker mandated that all individuals within Illinois school buildings must wear 
a mask, regardless of vaccination status. As a result, masks must be worn by all students, staff, and visitors, 
regardless of vaccination status, while inside D214 facilities.  
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January 1, 2022 
 
Dear Parent/Guardian, 
 
Immunization Requirement for the 2022-2023 School Year: 
 
For the 2022-2023 school year, all students entering 12th grade shall show proof of having 
received two doses of MENINGOCOCCAL CONJUGATE VACCINE (Menactra, Menveo, MCV4) 
prior to starting school. The first dose should have been administered on or after their 11th birthday 
and the second dose on or after their 16th birthday. An interval of at least eight weeks between the first 
and second dose is required. Only one dose of the vaccine is required if the first dose is 
administered when the child is 16 years of age or older. You do not have to wait until your child 
is going into 12th grade to get the 2nd dose of meningococcal conjugate vaccine - once your 
child turns 16 years-old they are eligible to receive it.  
 
Your child may have already received both doses of the required Meningococcal Conjugate Vaccine, 
however we may not have received proof that they were given. Please check with your child’s medical 
provider to determine if they received the two Meningococcal Conjugate Vaccines and, if they were 
given, please ask that they complete all information indicated below, including their signature and office 
stamp. If your child has not received both doses, you are required to get this vaccination for 
your child or your child will be subject to exclusion as described in the school code of Illinois.  
 
Your child will not be able to receive their class schedule or attend school in August until all 
immunizations are up to date. 
 
Please submit this completed form or an updated immunization record to the Health Office at Elk 
Grove High School as soon as possible.

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Cyberbullying is a subtle, but hurtful form of

bullying that can happen in plain sight. Students

now live at a time of ceaseless access to cell

phones, tablets or computers. On the one hand,

this opens exciting new ways of connecting,

interacting, and learning. On the other hand, these

private devices can serve as avenues for

transmitting messages that cause harm.

All bullying is harmful, but cyberbullying may

also be persistent (teens are always on their

phones), hard to detect, anonymous (at times

teens do not know who is bullying them), and

online messages can spread rapidly to a large

audience.

Talking to Your Teen about Cyberbullying

Start a conversation with your teen

about cyberbullying. Ask them to share

what they know about the topic, listen, and

then remind them that they have the right

to be safe online, .ust like at school.

 Help teens develop a response to

cyberbullying. Students that are being

bullied might be embarrassed by what is

happening, afraid the bullying will increase

if they tell, or convinced that this is their

private problem to solve. Share something

like, “If something happening online is

hurtful to you, it is bullying and it’s

important to tell me about it.>

Establish online guidelines: #e set safety

rules for our children in the physical world,

such as a curfew when visiting a friend’s

house. It is important to do the same thing

in a teen’s cyberworld. Include your teen in

this process and determine together

boundaries that are safe and positive. 

Set aside time to listen. Listening is

probably the most important tool we can

use when helping our children deal with

bullying. �y listening, we give our child the

time, attention and security needed for

them to open up to us.

Build self-esteem. Remind your teen that

they have the ability, in their relationships,

to be a part of creating a kinder, more

accepting, and more inclusive community

where fewer students experience bullying,

more people speak out, and no one feels

alone.
